MARACAIBO, Friday, Nov. 18. 1870.
The near approach of a large body of revo-
. lutionary forces has created a considerable skir
. at this port, and GUZMAN’S party are jubilant.
It is thought that if they succeed in oap-
 turing  Maraoaibo, their flnal triumph
18 assured. In 80 far a3 GUZMAX
is  oconcerned, he 1i8 leaving mno stone
unturned to effect his object, and he is engaged
inseveralintrigues to add strength to his means.
He has beon for some time sccretly negotiating
with the Cuban leader, QUESADA, with the view
of gaining his co-operation in the blockade of
Maracaibo, for which he offered a quid pro quo
that was particularly tempting to QuUesapa. ¥t
isnow considered certain, though not yet publicly
declared, that the negotiations have terminated
favorably to- both. GUZzMAN 1s to obtain the aid
he needs, an@ QUESADA andi his party are to be
acknowledged belligerents by the Veneszuelan
Republic when GUzMAN comes into power. The
blockade of Maracaibo will shortly take place,
the Cuban steamer Virgin,under the Venezuian
flag, being one of the blockading squadron.
QUESADA has also promised the aid of the othet
steamers shorfly to arrive in these waters. In
return, the Cubans are not only to be acknowl-
edged belligerents, but are alse to be allowed to

obtain recruits and supplies from Venezuela.
This alliance 80 strengthens the Guzman party
that a speedy termination to the war may bo
expected 1n his. favor. The Virgin was at
