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LAYING 0UT THEIRWORK

TIHE LABORS OF THE PAN-
AMERIOAN DBLKGATES.
COMMITTEES TO CONSIDER DIFFERENT

SUBJECTS—DELAYS CAUSED .BY THE
» UBE OF TWO LANGUAGES.

WASHINGTON, Nov, 18,—After a recess of over
six weoks the delegates to.the Internatiomal
Amerioan Congress were oalled toygether'at 11
o'clock thls morning by Searetary Blaine, the
presiding officer. The rooms in whioh the son-
ference meets are most oomfortable and well
adapted to the purpose for whioch they were so-
leoted. Mr, Blaine sat at the head of along
table, urouud which were seated nearly all of
tho delegates to the conferemce, the Brazilian
delegates being the only notable absentoes.

The first business in order was the reading of
the minutes of the last meeting, (whioch was
also the first,) and this had to,be done in Bpa
ish as well as English. Sefior Quintana, one o
the Argentine delegates, oalled attention to th
fact that the minutes showed that at the lasy
meeoting the presiding officer had been elected
and other formal action taken’ by unanimous
votes. He said that this was not literally cor-

reot, a8 some 0f the delegntes wore absent
avd 1t was desirable that the minutes should
show who were present and who voted.

The next business was the perfeotion of the

orzanization which was begun at the first meet-
ing by the selection ot a presiding officer.
. By authority eonferred in a resolution offored
by Mr, Henderson, the President appointed
Messrs. Komero of h‘exioo, Quintana of the Ar-
gontine Republic, and Cooliuge of the United
Btates, a‘cuinunttee to receive and report upon
ithe credentials of the delexates. Selor Quin-
tans woved the appointment of two secretaries.
He wanted two, in order that the English and
Svonish speaking delexates mixht be squally
represented. As it was, he said, he had beon
unable to vote understanaingly upon the mat-
ters alreaay treated, as he did not understand
the Enclish langusgo, sand le believea that
every utteraunce should be made in hoth Eng-
liah and Spanish.

Bome of the delogntos’feared that oconfusion
might result from the incuinbenoy of two secre-
taries, and, after disoussion, the proposition
wus allowed to go over until the next session,
the oonforence meanwhijie yielding to Seilor

uintana’s wishes to the extent of seleoting the
delugates Dr. Guzman of Nicaragus and Dr.
Zegarra to act temporarily as Seoretaries, and
until some permanent provision be made, The
gentlemen named 1mmediately took their
pluces beside the presiding Jdfticer, and there-
after ail motions and remarks were duly trans-
lated, & proceeding which naturally consumed
cousiderable time.

Delegate Cornelius Bliss prescnted the report
of the Comnmittee on Commiitees. This oom-
mittee wus composed of Messrs. Bliss of the
United Statos, Nin of Uruguay, Bolet-Peraza
ot Venezuela, Cruz of Guatewmaln, and Zegarra
of Peru. They were at work J’eum‘dsy. and o
aresult mado a report providing for the ap-
Dolntment of the following-named committeos:

An executive committee ot filve members, to re-
ceive and rocord nominations of Vice Fresidents

from the several delugations to deaignato the otcer
wlio shall preside in the absence of the Presidont
to superintend the publication of the protocois ao
reports of the proceedings, und to provide generat:

A Commitive on International Law, to consaist of
five members, to repott uniform -rules of private in-
tornational law atfucting ¢ivil aud commercial mat.
ters and the legalization of doouments.

A Committde ¢n ueneral Wellure, to conaist of
seven raembers, to reléort. some plan of arbvitration
for the settiement of disagreementa that may Lore-
after arine between the several nations represente:l
in the conlerence, and to receive, oonsider, and re.
port n{:on any other topics that may be proposed
other than those inoluded in the 1nvitation irom the
Government of the United Statea. .

No attempt was made to discuss this report,
but it was ordered to be printed and lald aslde
for futuro consideration, .

Delegate Henderson sought to have a per-
manent order - established tuat the conferonoo
should meet Tnesdays, Wednesdays, aud Thurs-
days of cach week, at 1 o’clock. but there ap-
peared to be some diffiouity in reaohing an
agreemont, and the confarence adjourned until
Wedneaday without disposing of the subjeot.

Secretary Rlaine has appointed Mr. William
E. Curtis, exocutive officer of the conferenoe,
to look atter everything connected with the
external arrangements for the conferenoe,

Capt. John G. Bourke, United Btates Army,
has bdecn appointed Sergeaut at Armas, with
Lieut. Henry R. Lemly, United Statos Army, as
assistant, while Warner P. Sutton has been
placod 1 charge of the publiontion of the yro-

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ORGANIZING FOR WORK.

THE INTERNATIONAL AMERICAN CON-
) GRESS IN SESSION.

WASHINGTON, Nov. 20.—The thira aay’'s ses-
sion of the International Amerlcan Conlerence
was devoted entirely to efforts to perfeot the
organization. Sefior Romero of Mexico pre-
sented the revort of the Commtittee on Creden-
tiala. All of the delegates werse properly sup-
plied with oredentials except three from the
United States—Mesars. Studebaker, Estee, and
Hanson—who had left their papers avhome,

The omission was rectified by the issne of cer-
tificates trom the Department of State.

TEQ roporg:t the Committee on Rules is mod-
eled upon the forms nmm‘y ado&tod for the
condudt of business in stmilar bodiss, in this
0ase, however, containing one provision that
the vote of & majority or the nations represent-

l in the oconference shail be necessary to de-
olde any question coming befcore it, and an-
other limiting the number of persons to be
admitted to the sessions of the copference to
the delegates, their Beoretaries, and the offiolal
stenographers. A long disoussion followea
their submission, Sefior Quintana of the Argen-
tine Republio taking the leading part.- and
making. mqttl:y objeotions. Finally Mr. Blaine
suggested that the report be postponed until
Friday, and vhis aotion was taken, .

Sefior Quintana called up his resolation pro-
viding for the appointmens of two SBooretaries,
who were described by the presidipg officer as
an English-Spanish and & 8panish-Engllsh Bec-
retary. Dr. Guzimnan of Nioaragas, who had
been aoting as one of the temporary Seoretaries,
moved that eaoh element—the English-speak-
ing and the Spanish-gpeaking~be allowed to
seléot 1ts own Beoretary. He asked to be re-
lieved from his duties as Secretary, as he had
no oollfa 6 from Nigaragua, and was unabile
proporg 0 disoharge the duties of dboth dele-
Rate aad Seoretary. .

Before the matter could be passed upon Befio
Romero oalied up the report of the Committee
on Committess, and, pending its consideration,
the queation came up as to how the chair was
to be tilled in the absence of Mr, Blaine,

Delezate Henderson suggested that a repre-
sentative of eaoh "nation in the oconference
shouid preside in.tarn, according to alphabet-

ioul order. This did not meet with Sefior

Quintana’s approval, although his country—the
Argentine Republio—would be the mrst one
called upon to. furnish a presiding officer.
Another lo disoussion followad, and it was
finally decided to seleot the President pro tem.
