Tele CI ilent on broadcasts
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The political group Cuba Independlente y Democratica (CID)
declined to say whether its the broadcasts to Cuba had begun
Wednesdady evening as planned.

“Whatever we do from now on has to be done cautiously and we
cannot release information,” said Juana Isa, spokeswoman for CID.
“We hope the exile community and the media are sensitive enough to
understand this.”

~ The channel was originally planned to be beamed from a trans-
mitter-equipped boat floating in international waters.

On Monday the Federal Communications Commission an-
nounced it would take measures against the project if it transmitted
to Cuba. The FCC argued Tele CID would be violating longstanding
communications laws requiring that broadcasters be licensed.

On Tuesday Audrey Spivack, a spokeswoman for the FCC, said
her agency had notified the Coast Guard and the Justice Department
that CID might try to break the law.

The secretary general of CID, Huber Matos, and his son, CID

spokesman Huber Matos Jr., were out of town and unavailable for
comment.

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The Federal Communications Com‘?nission said Thursday it had

no indications that a Miami Cuban exile organization had begun clan-

destine television broadcasts to Cuba on Wednesday, as it had vowed.

The group, Independent and Democratic Cuba, had planned to
beam TV programs to the island from a.50-foot fishing boat moored
in international waters off the Florida coast.

Spokesmen for the group have declined to say whether they
have begun the broadcasts.

“Our equipment does not show the broadcasts to Cuba took
place. We hope they took our advice,” said Audrey Spivack, FCC
spokesman in Washington.

1D has been warned by the FCC that clandestine broadcasts
would violate the Communications Law of 1934 and the international
communications treaty signed by Cuba and the United States. The
treaty prohibits broadcasts from international waters.

Este tratado prohibe las
trasmisiones desde aguas in-
ternacionales. La FCC consi-
dera que Cuba estarfa en su
derecho de atacar la embarca-
cién desde la que se origina-
ran las trasmisiones.

CID mantuvo silencio en
Miami con relacién a las
trasmisiones televisivas a Cu-
ba que habfan programado
comenzar el miércoles.
