Companies C, D, E, of the ne~ corps of ~atior.al Guaros went 
on an excursion yesterday to B~you des Alle~nds for the purpose 
of meking their first trial of sHll withtheir fire arms. .At an 
hour inconveniently early for the habits of not a few of the party, 
to-./it: about 7 o'clock h..!.:., the two Companies C and D met at 
the Ársenal, ane being formed into colunms: with the field offi­
cers, Colonel Forno, Lieutenant-Co1onel Jacques, Major Smith, ano 
severol invited guests 'from other corps snd from the citizens, the 
whole being under the comrnand of ~aptain Dreux, of Company C, 
marched to tée headquarters of Company E, in the Second District 
where it was saluted by this latter Company, which is composed a1­
most entirely of Creolas under that fine officer, Captain Voorhies, 
who was pre~ented from being present by sickness. His place on 
the occasion was well supplied by Lieutenant Vincent.

The gallant Creole Company E made very good shooting for such 
arms as the State hao allowed them, consis~ing of old muskets that 
have been condemned by.the Depertment and have mostly served through 
the l:exican war. It is disgraceful that such weapons should be 
placed in the hands of our citizen-soldiers. After the companies 
hed all fired, the fiela officers and SOrne of the civilians made 
a display of their skill. Colonel Forno not only bore off the hon­
ors of the contest, but maGe the best shot of the day, leading to 
the playful suggestion tbut the Colone1 should be raduced to the 
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ranks: 1:.5 he hanaled the rifle una r.:uskets so L'luch better thun 
¡lis Llen. The prizes werc then ciistributed. Lieutenant Vincent, 
.. ith sor::;e ef';Jro:Jriate remarks, ;-resented the ~;rize to thc best 
sbots of Coropany E - who were Private Zobn D~~son - Goló cecial •
