It is a singular fact that notwithstanding
the msgnitude of the Cuban insurrection
and the large number of troops sent from
Spain to quell it, not an action has taken
place between the opposing forces which
would compare at all in the numbers en-
gaged or in the list of killed and wouuded,
with even one of the inany skirmishes re-
corded during our late c¢ivil war,
