A column of regular troops,
1500 strong, attacked tho enemy’s fortifica-
tion? with bayonots. Both sides fought with
daterminalion and tho havec was foarful.
(ionoral Liesco roports his loas 31 killed and
hD wounded. The loss of the rebels is eati-
mated at apwards of 1000 killed and
wounded.

The Govornment nccounts claim the vics
tory for Gonersl Lesco nnd sagort that the
insurgonts aro much disheartoned by their
defeat,

A dotachment which left Puerto Prian-
cipa for Santa Cruz to obtain supplies,
brought to that port by tha fleat, roturned
on the 2d inst. with provisions snd smmu-
