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Excitemaont Over the PFresident’s Mes-
sage—A Two Days’ Fight Ncar Las
Tunas,

HavaNa, Dee. 8.—A heavy storm from the
north has prevailed for the last two days.
‘Count Pozos and General DUuLCE’s wife have
siiled for Iurope, but for what cause is at pres-
ent unknown. The Message of President GrasT,
which was tetegraphed fromm New-York on Tues-
day and published in the papersof this morning,
‘hirs caunsed intense excitement, The sympa-
thizers with the revolution are disappointed, but
:the Spaniavds arc satisfied, and look upon the
message as 4 harbinger of peace avd prosperity
in the island. The news from the interior of the
asland is unimportant. While a body of troops
were couvoying provisions from Mabzanillo to
Las Tunas, they were attacked by insurgents.
T'he tight lusted two days, fromn morning until
night; the losses are unknown. The insurgents
huarassed thoe troops the entire distance, but the
convoy reached Las Tunas,
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
