There are continued evidences that Rodad intends
to pursue a more lenient, and at the same time a
more sensible, policy than Dulce, doubtless under
the nfluence of bad advisers, saw fit to inaugurate.
By decree, a transiation of which I send you, he
very materially modifies certain orders of his prede-
cessor, more particularly that famous cne of Dulce In
effect declaring that all vessels found in the waters of
Cuba or the free seas adjacent thercto, under suspi-
clous eircumstances, shall be treated as pirates. This
decree was officially declared not intended to apply
to Dritish vesscls, nor was it enforced against other
nationalities, and was in liself, therefore, of little

Its modifica-
tion showa at least a decent respect for the opinions
of mankind, and insomach evinces a reformatory
spinit.
