The riot,
1 belteve, grew out of a fight between cocks, in which
a Creole cock becawe victor over a Spanish gallo.

The Captain-General is either
content that while he succeeds in the field the peoplo
may amuse themselves freely with the poor con-
cessions he has given. Else be i3 rather annoyed and
apprehensive, Havana is full of conspirators and
revolutionists, and morally the tons of fecling is
mora extremo than it waa several weeks ago.

At theTheater Villanueva Jast night occurred the
most sangninary event which has yet grown out of
the revolutionary epirit in Havana, Ata period of
the performance shouts were given equally for Spain
and for Cuba free by thoir various partisans, and
§00n the excitement between them became intense.
A Spanish volunteer appreached a Caban and ordered
bim to cheer for Spafn. At this poiut the dilliculty
begaw. One shot was fired, it is not known by whom,
and then began a scarcely interrupted firing on hotl
sides for about 20 minutes. Not less than 200 sbots |
wero fired, This battle took place in the theater
itselt, and was at last carried on outside, even up to
the Prado, between the Spanish volunteers and the
Cubans. Nine corpses were found upon the ground
in the viclnity of the accident this morning, accord-
1ng to sach information as I can obtain. Onowoman
was killed, and'bne ctuld, 1t is reported. Tho suppo-
sitlon prevails that in all nearly 40 men were Lilled
and wounded. The Cabans wero the principal suf-
ferers, the Spanish voluntcers having bera in cvery
respect well armed.  An exceedingly Ditter spirit Las
been aroused between the two factions, the Cubans
on the one side and the namerous Lody of Spaniards
on the other.
