More than
one-half of the island is now lLeld by them,
end their forces are steadily increasing in
number. Occasionally even the Spanishi papers
in Havana make admissions wlich, at least
partially, confirm the progress of the revola-
tion, Thus the Prensa says that the sitnation
in tho jurisdiction of Trinidad is more scrions
thaa it has been before.
