They were
‘workmen in the tobaceo factory of Figuera,and when
about the time of ths Villanveva and Louvre mas-
sactes, the police attemptad to seize ‘soms arms ton=
cealed in the noxt house, they sallied out at thehoad
of a pumber of their comradcs, and led on the crowd
to oppose tho policemen, eeveral of whom weye killed
inthe afiray. Tlese deaths were charged upon the
twomen,” but wero not proved as specially thels
dofng. I was @& question whother thelr
<€aso came under the benefita of the amnesty docreed
by Gen. Dules shortly after his srrival Lers. The
lawyers of the prisonersfsubmitted that the smnesty
was written ia the moming before the affair at the
Puents had occurred. Tha afficors of tle Govern-
wcnt replied that it was not in force till its issuein
the ofilcial gazette ot four in the 3 and so,
between twecdledum and tweadledee, (ho lives of
these Cubana wero epirited .

him su ath. A shob was fired, and & Cuban
1l deed noar @ voluntecr. Loud and frenzled cheer-
ing went ap from a malituds of the comman class
of spectators, whito Cubans, malattoes, and negroes,
whilo this waa taking placa. Boms cried, “Viva
Coba LibroI” and others, *Viva Cespedes? and
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“3uera Espanal”? acd ths replied by
shouts and shots. Cuban3 in the crowd whohad
arms aro said to have discharged them, and one vol-
unteor fell. Tha volanicers say, moreover, that
shota were fired from one of the neighboring houses
which thoy visited, bayoneting several of the
inmates, as reported, & wo-
man, All the soldicrs, excepting the square
of volanteers near the garrots, who main-
tained their position with en onoseal and
sinister forbearance, broke ranks aad charged upon
the crowd with sabers and bayoneta. Three or foor
black men zod malattoes were dreadfolly mangled
in the fary with which they revenged themselves
tpon th tod portion of the multi-
tade. Themost ominous sign of the affiray was that
the artillerymen bblongiag to the regular srmy, and
‘elieved to be too well disciplined to batcher with-
ot orders, drew their ewords and cut mp thote
‘ within reach, No one i3 0t present suro that more
 than saven persons were killed by the troops. A
 great many most have been hart by being bagonet-
e, or shot orrunover. The flight of peopls and
cxrriages from the scene was as fearful a8 tho scene
itself. For & milo up to the Theater Tacon the great
Prado of Isabel, ono of the finest drives in the world,
was crowded with fugitive drivers. A few wounded
wers borna by in earniages, and 2mong thoss on foot
‘wero excited men with pistols in their hands, whom
no valunteer took the troublo of arresting. Wlile
tha tarmoil was going oz, the two men ot the garrote
had been bonnd to their seats and pak to dcath by
the tarning of the irox screw. From noon to sun-
down the dcad men, white-shrouded and white-
capped, sat rizidly in their seats, & ghastly spectacls
for tho entirecity. But more Cabans were execated
than the daring Leon and his cqually fearless com-
panion, Medina, aud so the Jwhole of Ilavana feols
to-day. The prolonged sight of the garrote bad in it
