THE INSURRECTION IN CUBA,

Letters from an American gentlemnu in
Cubs, give information as to the condition
of affairs there which can be regarded as
perfectly trustworthy., The writer, who
until recently was with the insurgents,
says that the insurrection is more exten-
sive than generally supposcd and that the
success of the Cuban cause is only & ques-
tion of time.

The insurgents have about fifty thou-
sand men under arms, diatributed over
the island : but of these not over two-
fifths are provided with firearms, while the
remainder are srmed with large kunives
aud such instruments as can be used to
advantage in close quarters.  Notwith-
standing a strict surveillance is kept over
the vanous large harbors, several small
cargoces of nssorted arms have been sue-
cesstully landed and distributed.

The leaders are confident that with
suflicient arms fully one hundred and sev-
eoty-five thousand men, cluding late
slaves, can be placed under arms, which
will, they assert, be force enough to drive
the Spanish troops from the main land to
the torts,  Until they are fully supplicd
with arms, their plans scem to be to di-
vide their forces into emall detachinents
and keep up a constunt  guerilla warfare,
which serves to divide the Spanish troops,
and requiring them to be constantly on
the march.

World]—The Foreign relations commnit-
tec have before them u list of 527 summary
executions reported to have been made by
the Spanish authorities on the Island of
Cuba within the last three and a balf
months, This list is to be most diligently
scanned—first, to sce it it is entirely cor-
rect; second to see if any Americans are
included in it.

A force of formidub
dimensions is heing prepared A vrom
nent Western General ol volunto e s
command already, and attention is hews
diverted from the real port of embarkation
by the publication of fulse places as in-
tended.

News from Now York by dircet arrival,
to-night, report Mr. Elihu Washburae now
in that city hourly bewailing that he didn’t
stay in till June and then go to France.
He is accurately reported from lus own
mouth to have declared, yesterday, that
Secretary Fish wssa fogsilized lunk-head ;
that his appointments had ruined the Re-
publican party, and other cheerful and
elegant things, That hesaid these things
in these words there is no doubt at all.
Indeed, the war hetween the former and
present Secretary of State is notorious, and
the utterances of the Minister to France
are carried daily to the capital, and are a
public scandal.
