The ‘editors of the Key
West Dispalch, in a card, withdrew an artiele
whieh they published this morning, on the ap-
proaching duel, for the reason that the state-
ments made are inacceurate. ,
HAVANA, Jan. 31.—The news of the shooting of
Benor CASTANON at Koy West causes great excite-
ment here....The volunteers fo-night arrested
two men for using seditious language. It is re-
ported that the prisoners attempted to escape,
and were fired upon by their guard and killed.
An investigation is now going on.
