Iojuries R:colved fn an Acoldent Terme-
tuate ¥atally.

NFEW YoRrk, Feb. 10,—Jmues Redpoth,
tho famous Irish nationalist, journalist
and lacturer, and the vice president ot the
Aunti-Poverty society, who was run down
by a Fourth avenue horse car opposite the
postoflice, died at 0:05 &, m, Tuesday, at
St. Tauke’s hospital, from the effect of his
injuries. Mrs, Redpath and her daughter,
Mrs, Sauner, wers at his bedside when he
died, and Lnd been with him ever since
Monday morning. Dr. Robert Abbe, the
vislting surgoon ut St. Luke's, was ulso
present.

The acefdont which coused the death of
Mr, Redpath occurred lust Friday after
noon, [o was
crossing Park row
to the postoflice,
near tho corner of
Beokman street,
when he found
himsolt divectly in
front of a Matlisou
avenue carand his
way blocked by a
truck, e called
to the driver to
stop, but the
horses were upon

knocked down and thrown under the ear,
which dragged him for some distance be-
fore it waus brought to nstandstill,

Iuralysls and Shook,

Tho wheel of the car passed over the left
arm as it waus bent inward, bruising aud
lucernting all the simaller bones and crush.
ing the museles, which resulted in pa-
valysis of the arm and almost the entire lett
sltlo of the body, The necident also cuused
u terrible shock to the nervous system,
and the physiclans at St, Lnke's could at
no time pronounce him out of danger,
Monday hisx coudition for the fivst time
seemed to Improve, and at night the bul-
leting were cncouraging.

Dr. Abbe thought that his urm as well
a4 his 1o might be suved with proper cave,
Farly ‘Puesdny morniug, however, ho be-
gan to stnk rapidly, and the. nervous en.
ergy which had kept him up during w1l the
days ot his terrible sullering flnally begau
to fail, During his last moments he was
appuarvently frev from pain, and his death
was calm and peacotul,

Redpuih’s Carveer.

James Redpath was born at Borwlick-on.
Tweed, Rugland, {n 1833, and weut with
his parents to Michigan in 1848, 1le be.
came & printer, newspaper corvespondent
and editor, and was long conuected with
The New York I'ribune, for which he re
ported the border wurfare in Xansas,
1863-7, and afterward visited Haytl, .

Ho becnme emigeation agent of the Hay-
tien government in the United States, and
afterward cousul ut Philadelphin, e was
a war corvespondent during the civil war,
became superintendent of education in
Churleston, 8. C., where he founded col-
ored schools and wun orphan asylum, and
established at Boston in 1808 the Redputh
Lyceum Bureau.

A Y¥riond to Ireland.

He was an avdent advocate of *‘rights in
Irelund” and a pronounced abolitionist,
Elo was the nuthor of *I'he Roving llitor:
A landbook to Kansns Territory: *“I'he
Public Lifoof Capt. John Brown,” “Ichoes
of Harper's Ferry,” and “A Guide to
Haytl,” Oue of his lutest ventures was
Redpathi’s Weokly, which suspended re-
cently, 1o has Leen associated of late
with ‘'he North Amevican Review.

About three yenrs ngo My, Redpath was
stricken with paralysis, and it was an.
nounced at one of the Anti-Poverty meet-
ings that ho was dying., After o long and
lingeving illnoss, Liowever, he recovered,
and it was a woman who nursed him back
to lie and health. Sho was Mrs, Corvie
Chorpenning, of Washington, whom he
had loug known, A few months atter hiy
recovery had boon complete, in September,
1888, Mr. Redpath and Mys. Chorpenning
were married. She has since been o deo-
voted wifo, and the romance of their lives
hus served to bring thom closor together iv
the tivs of mutual affection,
