TUBLIC PRISTING PLUNDER

‘Under tnls particnlar *¢ystem of fraud™ tho Treas.
ury of the State was depleted more effectually than
by any other echeme, unlessan excepifon is o bo
made of the rsue of ¥pay certificaten™ The corrup-
tion was everywhera provalent, and the division of
spoils extended from the higbest State officisla to the
Jowest member of the General Assembly. And 1o ad-
dition to tbe amounts expended forthe bemefiis of
these persons the Iunds oblained were deyoted tothe
establizhment and support of various republican
Jouraals, daly and weekly, but principally to aid
the three most widely kaows, to wit:—The
Charlesion JDaily .Republican, ths  Colombia
Daily Union aud the Columbia Union Herald,
LAltor she Jormation of the “Carolina Printing Com-
pany” (composed of ine editors of the Columbia
Union and the Charleston Republican, together with
sundzy State officials), ihe system of 1ssuing pay cer-
sificates *“for pudlic printing” for divislon Dbetween
the members of a riog coextensive with tne
General Assembly itself becamo almost universal
The pay certlficates were issucd annually, without
suy consiaeratipn, to bo pald opt of any mouey Dot
otberwise appropristed] .And not content with this
the ciaime, when paid by she Ireasarer for permancat
and curremt priating, wero, in several insiances,
raieed 10 threo times the original amountt, and thus
patd and divided, 20d the payments thus raised were
sdded 3o the original amounts in order .that tho Riag
sbosu!d not Jose shereby.

The amount appropriated and pnld ou account of
public prinung [rom the year 1868 o 1876, inclusive
of the publicationof the general Jaws apd claims for
printing, was $1,326, 559, & sum largely in excess of
Jhe cost of puvlic printing from the ostablishment of
the State government up 101863, including all pay-
Renis made auriog the war in Confederate currency.

‘The amouzt appropriated and paid for pablic print-
10g for tho session of 1872-73 wes $450,130 of $171,759
more than the same work had cost the State lor
twenty-six years previous, commencing at 1840 and
4nding 101866, and jociuding $42,141 63 paid doring
_tae war (1o 1864) In deprectated Confederate currency.
