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the regiment waited in case they should be needed again. One of the 
last men to reach the new position was Sergeant Carney, who had 
crawled away from Wagner. Although wounded four times, he still 
retained the national flag. For his actions, Carney would become the 
first African American to receive the Medal of Honor.zs 

Emilio thought the 54th had hit Wagner unsupported; but in the dark 
and confusion of battIe, he had not seen that the following regiments, 
the 6th Connecticut and the 48th New York, had attacked the battery.
