Saveral other descrip-
tions of the terrible affair, have been pab-
lished—all agresing as to the facts of the
case. Just before our last number went to
press, and t0o late for printing, we received
the following vivid desoription fromn & lady,
almost an eye witness, to whom if ske ever
sees theso lines we thus retarn our thanks.

Tt istrue she tells us that it is only by ac-

cident that a copy of The Criris ia seen by

any inher neighborhoad—and then it is per-
tiaps months old. The spirit, the porcer,
which thus smuggles out of sight The

CRISIS, i the same that gave the negro ac-

tors in the bloody scenes s0 eividly described

below. arms and uniforms, pays them out of
the public treasury, and will smuggle them
off from the punishment of death, which is

LESS than their due!

The white man wha instigated the negroes
to the act which was never surpassed in
savagery by the Sepoys of India, bas alres-
dy been turned loose. Let it be diatinctly
remarked that such blocdy work as this
would not only be hailed with joy by the
spirit of Abolitionizm, if enscted on the
families of every sympathizer and aider of
‘‘the Suvuthern Confederaoy;” but meet
with no denunciation—ezoite no thrill of
horror—be certain of no legal retribution—
if committed on families whose only misfor
tune isthe fuot of their being white. To
sach a carnival of horrors have we been in-
troduced by tbe miserable infatuation of
Abolition politica. The Administration
which refused to arm one tribe of Indians
ageinst another in Minneeota, gloats with
worsa than fiendish satisfagtion over its suc-
cess in uniformiog and armiog negroes
against whites, Yerily have wo reached o
degradation as a nation, the reproach of
which, sgea of returned civilization cannot
wipe out. Aud are we as a people deserv-
ing of thisdisgrace? Have * we, the peo-
ple,”” demanded the polioy which has been
pursued, consented to it, approved itl—
Nay, not one msn in ten thousand justifies
it, whether Republioan or not; it has been
stolen and forced in upon us by a cor-
rapt, depraved, besotted Administration.
That, and that alone, with its minions * be-
hind the throne,” are responsible for the in-
famy that has attached to the American
name—an infamy whioh makes every hon-
est American hang his head in shame, but
quickens his heart with intense resentment.

The following is but a simple narrative
—uwritten in the well founded belief that the
faots would not otherwise get before the
peopls. The pioture is more complete how-
ever than has been elsewhere presented.—
The peices of the ears of those little chil-
dren wrenohed off by the wretches with the
earringe, should be photographed end copies
hung in every pablic room in the national
buildings at Weshington, so that they wonld
meet the sight of LINGOLK and his Cabinet
at the threshold of every door!!! Before
angels and men are they responsible for this
thing. Thoussunds of similar crimes—and
worse if possible—are being daily commit.
ted. They will not long be confined to the
Soath, if no perturbing element deranges
the system now pursued. Aod every man
who votes for any candidate sustained by
tho Administration, becomes to that extent
a participant and sbettor fn these orimes.—
We must withhold every act which can even
be construed into a support of the Admin-
istration, if we would save our lend from
rain, our name from eternal disgrace, our-
selves from dangers not surpassed in the

o sny ordinary times, when writers and papers
are willing, or, at least are not afraid, tu tell the
troth, this beart sickening story would be herald-
ed in thunder tones throngbout our land; but
now, whea the *“ powera that bo ™ in our midt,
are tryiog to garoieh nver the troth, to paliate, by

thought of wkich wakes toe blued run cold, I
feel that unless some ous outside of the “privilig-
ed” carreepnadents tothe “ privileged " papers—
the adminietration orgars in this departwent, does
ot write to sowe jwurasl that dares t» be tius to
bunanity : that uares to tell when it hears_the
gruans of tte victiws of Repubizaa Irquisitivn 3
that dares ta lift its vuice when the blowd of iv-
pocent victims—aye. of childhood sud infanty—~
is smvkiog upon the saodr—even if that blued
weas spilt by armed Afiican savagee—eoven if those
Alrican savages were United States soldiers—1
sy, if s0me voe dues Lot teil the stury to such a
journal, ere long negto wotehipiog editors wirt
be teliog the world of the hetoic bravery of the
negto troops in s»we terribly osntested, bat nobly
wun, victury ia New Mu_ind Bend.

But to the story, which I arrarge from tbe
statements of two white perscns who paseed the
place whila the wurder was giagn, and of en
old servant of the family who saw the whule of-
tarr, and who begged with pragers aud tears that
the ruffiane Knul:;p;r her*“ guod waster Fravk
aud bis ivpeceut ebildren.”

A:o:x; vtl:wa miles S;l;th of New Madrid, on [}he
oppusits aide of the miuippi,'juu oa tae line
xf&m separates Kentncky frum Lennesses, there
resided a Mr. Frank Bsckbam, whase white fam
ily consiated of biwaell, bis ogrd fatber, bis wife
and sevgn or eight children. A tho time of the
mueder, Mrs. 1, with two of the children, was
visitiog in Unecsboro Ky., 2nd nae or two oftne
children were at sctool ia the nesghborbood
" Tos mewbers of the faculy ax bome, who all
211 victims €o thesa blaek murderese, were as ful-
lows: Mr. Beckham, sen, aged seventy years;
Frack Backbam, aged furty years; and fvar ehil-

dren of the leter—Laura, aged fourteea years;
Kate, ten; Carolire, ;even.iswd Richard l’wo. !

It was about pine o'clock on ths morning of
Mooday, August 34, when twelva pegro soldiers
from Jsland No. 10, armed with wuskets, side-
srms, ard sotme of them with bowir-knives, went
to Mr. Bockbam's house azd dewanded of him
his money and valusbles; telling him they meant
both tu rob and to kill bim. This demend and
threat of cotrss greatly alarmed the other mam-
bers of 1he family, who gatbered arcund Mr. B.
st the front door, .

Oa Lis failing immediately to sarrender to ther
tbe key to his morey safe, threa of them seized
hold of him and bound him by tyci:f his clbows
pehind b'm. Toey then commenced threatening
him and cutting him with a bowie knife. When |
ibey thus aseault-d Mr. B., hie father, old Mrjor
B-ckbawm, disregsrdivg the menaces of the be-
gruer, apraog to the aacistance of bis son, when
thres of tho rofisns pousced upon him, threw
biw upan the ground aud endeavered to hold bim
there, tel iog biw they did not come there to kiil
hiw, but tbat they would du so, if he stirred —
01d 28 ha was, nerved by the agooy of eceing bis
son bleefimg beneath the knife uf 1hese aerasins,
he rose in epite of the exertinns of all of theas
to pevent it, and fighting his way with bis strurg
arw, when they saw a young lady, a neice of
Mrr. Beckban's, riding up tv the gste. Seeing
the neyriwes, aud the family in such a coadi jou,
she paused a woment before alighting, whea Mr.
Beckbaw cal'ed vut to her for God's sake not 10
stop, but to rua for the negroes would kil her —
Qus of 1be negroes, eoraged at the waruivg hav-
iog been given whersby eume ope might escups
who could give evidenca against them, instantly
struck Mr. B. with a bowie kuife, nearly severing
bis besd from his body.

The young lady secing this, whipped the ani-
o ehoe wasridiog intoa run, while thoes wretch-
¢4 fired a duzen or more sbots at her. Presently
the wule felt frow the eflects of ono of the sbuts,
when the fiends who were puruuing ber, shouted
and Jaoghed, confident of securing their victia.
Butbe Providence of Gud, and tho self-possess-
wuo of the youny lady, saved ber. Seatiog her-
«lf in the eaddle again as soun as she saw tha

the mule waa not serivnely wounded and vigur-
ously plyiog the whip, atie tnade it rise and start
at vucs into a briek gallop,  Had she waited till
tte aniwal bad regained its fuotivg before she
wuunted she would have been lost, as ber pursu-
ors were voly a fow yatds bebiod her when she
agsin atarted off.

The negrovs fiodiog it was vaio to pursue her,
and apparently haviug expended every ebot they
bad in'{beir guus aud pisiols, turned back to as-
siet the others io their blundy work.

Mecting a citizen of the Bend before she had
got entirely out of eight, the young lady comma-
uicased to oin what she bad seen, and guing to a
spot from which they could see the huuse, they
44w the negroes draggiog to the viver the budies
of Mre. Beckbam and his father. Tbe chidren
follewed, weepivg aud terior atricken. The bo.
dies were then puthed into the river with bayo-
uvets, when the negroes, with the sawe cruel im-
plements, attempted tu drive the cbildren iuto the
water, (luiog 1nto the edge ol the water they
refused to go farther, when the black fiendaseized
Kato and Carolioe, threw them on the beach,
stamped their young invocent heads beneath their
feet and beat thew with their muskets till their
brains were dashed out, then thrasticg their bay-
unets into their bodies shoved them into the river.
Next came little Richard, a litt e Lisping boy of
two years, Him they lfed up and cast asfar
as their brute force could send him joto the river.
Laura at ooce sprang in to rescue him, bat see-
ing the carrent carry bim duwn she etopped reso-
tutely, whin in tze water up to her chin. They
stack their bayovets into her; but tono purpuse;
go she would not; then they reversed their mus-
kets and beat her over the bead till they washed
her ekull, and ehe sunk lifeless iu the river—h»
sixth victim.

The pegroes then went back to the house, un-
locked the iron safe, touk from it aeven thousand
dotlars in gold, & few hundredsia “ greenbacks,”
aod notes, &e., to the amount uf thirty thoasaud
dollars more, with a large quantity of Jowelry and
valuables. Most of thess things wero recuvered
by the cavalry scouts that tuvk the negroea—
Among the jowelry when recovered was s pieco
of 8 bumau ear; aud when the budy of Lsura was
raised, the lower part of both ber ears bad been
torn or twisted off, and the fingers on which her
ripgs had been, hud the ekin scratched off. Oue
orme sretches owned that be twisted her ears
off 10 get ber ear-rings, and scratched her fingera
in gelting the riogs while she wus following her
father’s body to the river.

‘Wkhen the negroes were arrested they were
catried right back to the house, aud though frum
the house to the river thete was a path ot blood,
and everyibing areund bore heart-sickening marks '
of horror, they all seemed totally inditferent; ot
one betrsyed the sligh pp of y
ur regrel even, and ¢ Corporal Jim,” their leader,
said that people need nut think su wnuch of this,
thst down on the coast in Banks' army, he bad
helped to kill & hundred families; that the work
wauld ot stop bere till every fomily in Now Ma-
diid Bend was killed, that gosernment needed
their property any way, and that it was the de-
eign to kill by families tul all the white foiks were
got 1id of,

A white man, wate on asteamer that landed at
Beckbam’s just as the uegroes were taken back
to the buuse, a8 be walked ap the baok and saw
the fiesh gore as it steamed un those tands i the
worving ¢us, said: ** Thack God! if the white
folks cannot avenge the desth .of Jubn Brown,
tbe niggers can.” Alaoy, many are the wmea io
the arwy thst thus encourage the negroes, and
the only woonder is that the wotk bas not com-
menced souper.

The negrues implicated io the murder, as well
as those t the I:latd were greatly surprised and
enraged when the wurderers were sent to Colum-
bus jur trial. Tbue on the islaud (evveral buu-
dred) etaud pledged that if those sent to Colum-
bus are pusished, they will avenge theie death by
killing every white mao, woman, and child ia the
country. The people arein great alarw, many of
the women taking their children aud slesplog in
the corn-fields becaute they dare not Lie duwn in
their houses to aleep at pight,

1 have been moure wioute than Ishould bave
been were it pot that this afair is such a faithful

pusitin of negro character, and at the rame
time such 8 patural uod oft-predicted resuls of
clothing bun with power.

Tou budics bave sll been recovered, thoes of the
two men morv frightfully wutilated thag were the
children’s.

Tae negroes have been sent to Colambus, Ky.,
that place being headquariers of Gen. Asbuib,
whude depatiment embraces Jsland No.10. Erve-
ry luser of butauity sbuald desirs that the war.
derers should weet'a punishient comwensurate
with their crimee, if such 8 pucisbmeant could be
devised, E.H.B.
