-captured by a Yaakee Lieutenaat, and taken.to
the Yankee camp. Oa Saturday morning the
negro was sent to a 8priog to procure some

water for his new .master, but instead. of per-
forming that task, be kept on his way to the
Couafederate lines, where, on his arrival, at 9
0'slack, A. M., he presented himself to Gen. Hill,
together wm two horaes, which he captured from
the Yankees on his ¢ masterlv retreat.”” Thé
horses were wounded, and Gan, Hill gave them
to the negro. Nathan immediately sold one of
taa horses for $50, but persistently refused to
aall the other.. Ha thea reported himself to his
magster, Lieut. Williams, and {3 now serving
him as faithfully as ever.
