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This statement is very similar to that repoitad in
El Universal recently. It appears that President Grau San
MartIn recelved a group of Mexican reporters for a press

interview.
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La Prensa reports that ex-President Batista has ordered Ez
his lawyers to request the suspension of divorce proooodingl —
against his wife, whioch he initiated in a Nexican court. The _
same paper some months ago carried a sensational story to the I
effect that the ex~President was seeking a divorce, and it i
now congratulates itself upon having obtainod the information o
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that the proceedings are suspendsd.

In oonnection with the above 1t"may be:sttﬁﬁd_that
General Batista's secretary made applioation for a visa for
himself, the General and an accompanying physician on by
October 29, at which time visas were 1ssued ip all three. ™
At that time the secrotary stated that the Gonoral would 3
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enter the United States at New Orleans from Mérida on or
about November 3 and that his stay would be from two to six
months 1n duration. On November 9, Sefiora Martha Fernédndez
Miranda de Batlsta made application for a visa at the Embasasy,
which was subsequently granted, stating that she desired to
accompany the ex-President to the Unlited States where he was
proceeding for medical treatment. She stated that she would
enter the United States at Brownsville by plane on November 10, 4
that her stay would be of six months' duration and that her .
address in the United States would be the Waldorf-Astoria o
Hotel, New York. It seems probable in view of the illness ;
which the ex~-President contracted during his visit to the
Governor of Qaxzaca and hls subsequent hosplitalization in
Mexico City that he has changed his plans and that he will
indeed proceed to the United States direct for medical treat-
ment rather than follow his previous plan of proceeding to
Yucatan upon the invitatlion of the Governor of that state.
According to reliable information, President Batista will
leave today for New York via the American Airlines.

Also enclosed is an editorial from the Mexjco City
afternoon daily Ultimas Noticisa of November 9, 19i5,
outspokenly praising ex-President Batlsta as "a symbol of
true democraoy"™ and strongly oriticlzing President Grau
San Mart{n for .the lack of warmth 1n his statements
regarding the return of General Batlsta to Cuba, The
editorial says that Dr. Greu San Mart{n "is the victim:.
of the winds which his demagoguery unleashed" and that he
appears to have neither the energy nor the will nor suffi-
clent capacity to administer In an efficac¢lous mannér the
democracy which he inherited. In conclusion the editorial
condemns the Cuban leftists who have terrorized Cuba, some
of whom have come to Mexico and followed similar procedures
under the protection of local Communists. The paper con-
gratulates Judge Manuel Rivera VAsquez for the sentence
which he has pronounced upon & Cuban military offiocer who =
recently attacked a Cuban newspaperman, Francisco valdés :
Gomez, in Mexico City. A olipping from Ultimas Noticilas
