The "sensational document" mentioned by El Crisol is 
enclosed herewith. It is anonymous, having been signed 
simply "A Cuban \,ho loves his country.

(Accion Revolucionaria Guiteras) It relates a long 
series of alleged conspiracies to assassinate General Perez. 
The alleged conspirator mos't frequently mentioned is the 
well known revolutionary leader and present Chief (or former 
Chief) of the Cuban Secret Police. Sefior Eufemib FERNANDEZ 
who, it is alleged, has plotted against General Perez ever 
since the latter's seizure of the arms accumulated by the 
Cayo Confites expeditionaryf'orce.
