Col. LOOKRINGE Tad proccoded up tho rivor, from 1
Greytown to Copy's Point, at the mouth of thc Sora-
piqui, where he attacked and defeated 300 Costa,
Ricang, with a heavy loss to the ememy,and but a
trifling one to himself. IIis steamor's machinary get-
ting out of order he was obliged to put back to Punta-

- Arenns. After répairing he proceeded back again and
it was thought at Punta Arcnas thab ho would in a
week bein full possession of the river,
