The engagement at Hipp’s Point amount-
ed to nothiog, and the Costa Ricans retreated in
good order, losing no arms and suffering no de-
feat, Castillo wgs not taken, and Col Lockridge
did not capture 400 rifles. The truth stripped of
all ornament, seems to be that the filibusters suc-
cecded in getting up the river as far as the island
of San Carlos; that the fort of that name in the
possession of the Costa Ricaus, was prepared to
givethem & warm reception, avd that the plan of
the Costa Ricans was to allow the filibusters to
proceed a certain distance up the river, and then
cat off their retreat, and use them up at sheir

leisure. Nothing decisive can be known until
the arrival of the rext steamer, abontaweek

hence.
